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A judicial panel at Washington University, considering charges against students
suspended for alleged disruption of ROTC classes, heard Kenneth Teasdale,
attorney for the University, declare that under ‘““‘times of crisis, the law changes.”
He defended and used as an example the U.S. government’s practice of placing
Japanese-Americans in concentration camps during World War II. This was Wash-
ington University’s defense against charges by Louis Gilden, counsel for the
students, that the University did not adhere to established judicial procedures.

Sigma Delta Chi, the national society of professional journalists, honored Charles
Nicodemus, Daily News political editor, for investigating two Illinois Supreme
Court justices who ultimately resigned. The society said nothing about Sherman
Skolnick, Chicago free-lance researcher, who had dug into the Illinois judicial
jungle for nearly ten years, who had tried in vain to interest public media in his
exposes.

The reverse of the calling card of St. Louis Alderman Doris Bass reads: “Do You
Remember When: The Supreme Court protected society rather than the crimi-
nals? Attending college was a privilege rather than a right? We had prayers in our
schools? Now we have sex education. Giving aid to the enemy was treason? Now
it’s called foreign aid. The three R’s were reading, riting and rithmetic instead of
robbery, rape and riots? The news media presented the truth rather than false
propaganda. You were safe on the streets and in your home?”

ABC news commentator in Cambodia: “As one (U.S.) soldier told me, Nixon
promised he would get us out of Vietnam, he did — into Cambodia.”

In 1962, Murray Chotiner, recently appointed Special Council in the White House,
declared, “The members of the John Birch Society are the hard-core of the
Republican Party ...” In 1970, Attorney General John Mitchell referred to the
Ripon Society, a liberal group of younger Republicans, as *“‘those little juvenile
delinquents.”

The Federal government has officially refused to withdraw the $182,000 grant for
tourist roads to the Christian display of Gerald L. K. Smith, head of the Christian
National Crusade and veteran of vicious anti-Jewish campaigns.

The Office of Economic Opportunity has circulated an interoffice memo which
asks that “the poor” in the future be called “‘low income individuals.”

cal Association, which bitterly fought the program.

Asked if the poor could be given a sense of their place by way of education, Kevin
Phillips, assistant to attorney general John Mitchell, shook his head. “I don’t
believe in education for most people,” he said. “Teach them how to use a lathe
and let it go at that. Also, it’s time we stopped being soft. We mustn’t be afraid to
get in there and crack a few heads.” From New Yorker

After the Student Government Association (SGA) of Central Missouri State
College passed a bill 4 to 1 seeking the resignation of Dr. Warren C. Lovinger,
college president, the school placed formal charges against three student leaders
because they circulated petitions asking for Lovinger’s resignation. They were
charged with violating the Student Government Association constitution by
circulating the petition without first getting the approval of — Lovinger. So far
3,000 students have signed the petition. Other punitive action included the firin

of the SGA president from his job at the college union. g
